Child Protection Policy for 

The Bodicote R.B.L. Youth Band.


The Bodicote RBL Youth Band takes seriously its responsibility to protect and safeguard the welfare of children and young people involved in its activities.  In line with government guidelines we recognise that the welfare of the child is paramount.

Definitions of Abuse

Child abuse can take many forms and it is important that our staff are aware of the four main varieties: emotional, sexual, physical and neglect.

Emotional abuse – Emotional abuse is the persistent emotional ill treatment of a child such as to cause severe and persistent adverse effects on the child’s development.  It may involve conveying to children that they are worthless, unloved, or inadequate.

Sexual abuse – Sexual abuse involves forcing or enticing a child or young person to take part in sexual activity, whether or not the child is aware if what is happening.  It may involve penetrative and non-penetrative acts and non-contact activities such as viewing pornography.

Physical abuse – Physical abuse may involve hitting shaking, throwing, poisoning, burning, scalding, drowning or other acts causing physical harm to the child.

Neglect – Neglect is the persistent failure to meet a child’s basic needs and likely to result in the serious impairment of the child’s health or development.  It may involve the failure to provide adequate food, shelter, clothing and protection from harm.

Appointment of staff  

· All staff will provide personal details and references.

· All staff will serve a three month supervised period

· All positions shall be subject to receipt of successful Criminal Records Bureau disclosure.

· All staff shall receive this child protection policy and training as part of induction

The person responsible for child protection shall attend a basic child protection course provided by a reliable organisation and shall seek further training when available
Reporting procedures

You must report any allegations or suspicions of abuse as soon as possible to the host organisation or to our Child Protection Officer Andrew Bowes on 01844 261506 who will take responsibility for further action.  If you are unable to contact the Child Protection Officer you should contact Social Services Duty Social Worker Banbury on 01295 756517 or the Emergency Duty Team on 0800 833408.  Under no circumstances investigate any claims yourself but do reassure the young person and keep a written record of all events.

Staff Protection

It is important to protect staff from false allegations.

· Instructors and volunteers should clearly identify the risks involved when they are alone with a young person where they cannot be seen or when giving lifts in a car to a young person.

· Staff should not engage in inappropriate physical contact nor allow young people to involve them in behaviour which is overtly sexual in nature.
