We have an achievement scheme that was created so that everyone always has something to aim for that isn’t too far out of reach.  Members are not restricted in what they can do, in fact it is completely the opposite.  Members are encouraged to work hard on one instrument at a time, however they are also encouraged to further their skills by learning to play a second instrument (some even learn a third).

The band practices as a whole every Monday evening from 7:30 until 9:30 and we go out on parade during some bank holidays and weekends, taking part in events up and down the country; from Royal British Legion events to village carnivals.  We also take part in TYMBA (Traditional Youth Marching Band Association) competitions.  Members are asked to look after their instruments and uniforms, which are provided, free of charge (but must be returned at the end of the member’s time with us).  They are expected to clean instruments and uniforms as well as pressing the uniforms.  This is a good learning experience for young members as it gives them a sense of responsibility.
